Key features of the program
include an emphasis on educational practices that
sustain and revitalize language and culture, as well as
practicum experiences in which teacher candidates
participate in hands-on Indigenous teaching and
educational techniques. The Salish Language
Educator Development (SLED) Program is the
specialization currently offered within NLTE.
